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Dual Enrollment Guidelines

Heritage Academy
1. Students must submit official college entrance exam scores of at least:

SAT: To enroll in college English or math:  530 Verbal and 480 Math. 
To enroll in college math:  530 Math and 480 Verbal.  
ACT: 24 English and 23 Math. 
2. If a student plans to dual enroll in mathematics, the student must have completed at least Precal in the previous year.

3. Students entering the program must have and a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0 in Heritage Academy courses. 

4. A student must have and maintain a minimum GPA of 3.0 in each Heritage Academy core courses prior to and during the dual enrollment period. Failure to maintain a 3.0 GPA will make the student ineligible for dual enrollment. 
5. Prior to the completion of the current school year, dual enrollment applicants must meet with the Dean of Student Affairs to be recommended for dual enrollment and to plan the student's course schedule.  At least one parent must attend this meeting.
6.  Recommendations will also be obtained from all pertinent faculty and coaches.

7. Once a student has been recommended for dual enrollment, it is the student's responsibility to complete the application procedure for the college.  College classes MUST be scheduled for Tues./Thurs.
8. Once all paperwork is submitted, Heritage Academy will provide an official transcript to the college admissions office. 

9. All fees charged by the college are the responsibility of the student and his or her family.  This includes, but is not limited to, application fee, tuition, parking fee, books, student activity fee and technology fee.  Fee schedules are available from prospective admission offices.

10. Students using the ACCEL program must meet with the Registrar to ensure that ACCEL application is completed. 

11. Heritage Academy will charge a $350/ year administrative fee payable for the first dual enrollment course and an additional $150 administrative fee for each additional course. These fees are due at time of acceptance into the dual enrollment program.
12. Two 3-hour college level courses must be completed to fulfill the requirements for one high school credit.  For example: English 1101 plus English 1102 together will equal one credit of Senior English.

13. Students will not be awarded Heritage graduation credit for any college courses in which the student receives less than 70%. College scores are not weighted by Heritage Academy.
